meta-analysis. We identified 61 articles with 40,400 student participants. The results provide
strong evidence regarding the link between self-esteem and cyberbullving. In addition, the
meta-analysis has found thet factors such as sclf-esteem measurements, participants” culture,
sample size, and participants’ age all moderated this relationship. The betas between self-
esteern and cyberbullying is stronger in studies that used RSES (Rosenberg Self-Esteem Scale)
and weaker in studies that used other measures. The betas coefficient was larger for

participants in Asia than those in the U.5. and Europe. Compared to "N < 200" and "N > Soo",
the betas coefficient was larger in “200 < N < 860", As the participants’ age increased, the
betas coefficient between self-esteem and cyberbulbying was smaller. Implications of this meta-

Negative effects of seductive details have been well documented.
One current line of research focussed on solutions to reducing
the seductive details effect is becoming increasingly promising.
Contributing to this line of research, this study investigated
whether perceptual load moderated the seductive details effect.
The study used a 2 x 2 factorial design with seductive details
(seductive details vs. no seductive details) and perceptual load
